1. Criteria: Special Events celebrating “60th Anniversary of Diplomatic Relations between Japan and New Zealand”
 (1) As a general rule the applying event must be held in New Zealand during the year 2012. 

 (2) The event must be beneficial to the promotion of mutual understanding, friendly relations, and exchanges in one of a variety of fields including economic, social, cultural, academic, sports and tourism.  This includes activities contributing to society conducted by enterprises.
(3) The event must be easy to understand with clear objective and high possibility of success.
 (4)The event must not promote political doctrines or religious beliefs, and must not disturb the public order and good social manners.
(5) The event must be wholly managed and financed by the organizer.

2. Official Logo.
 (1) The organiser may use the logo on its promotional material, including posters, pamphlets, websites, and billboards, and so on according to the Logo Guideline and its Identity Guideline attached herewith.
 (2) The event will be advertised on the Embassy of Japan’s website and will be included in the Embassy’s promotional efforts.
 Once the application is accepted, Japan Information & Cultural Centre, Embassy of Japan will send an official copy of the digital logo together with the Logo Guideline to the applicant.  However, use of the logo will be confined to the mediums proposed at the time of application.
